. Public Catering is available inside the venue at
the Bellgrove Café. Weekdays from 6.30am, Weekends from
7.30am. There will also be Food Truck serving hot food from
10am to 3pm each day.

: Trolleys and Crates are allowed in the assembly
area for your breed/group judging only. These must be
removed immediately after your breed judging is finished.
If you are collapsing crates, please be respectful of those
around you and do this quietly. If you have dogs entered in
consecutive classes, you must organise to have the next dog
ready to enter the ring.

: These will be available from
the Dogs New Zealand stand after group judging for Prelude
show challenge winners. For NDS challenge winners they will
be available 20 mins after the last breed is judged.

Pre-ordered catalogues can be collected
from the Dogs New Zealand stand. There will be a limited
number of catalogues available for sale during the event at
a cost of $22.00.
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ASSEMBLY RINGS: These are purely a holding area prior
to entering the ring and must be vacated as soon as you are
finished being judged, taking any trolleys, crates and chairs
(plus dog hair) with you. They are NOT a sitting/ grooming
area for exhibitors.

DRESS AND BEHAVIOUR: We know that as exhibitors,
you will recognise this is our premier event and display a high
standard of sportsmanship, dress, and behaviour to match
the occasion.

Stake classes will be judged at lunchtime.
